The PSAT is being offered at Oakmont on Saturday, October 17th, at 8 a.m. We recommend that 
all college bound juniors take the test. Sophomores who are interested may also sign up though 
we recommend they be at least familiar with Alg I and Geometry (Int. II), it is covered in the Math 
portion of the PSAT. Students may sign up in guidance. Cost is $23.00. Check is preferred 
method of payment and should be made out to the "Oakmont Student Activity Fund." A fee waiver 
is available to students who receive Free/Reduced lunch. Students should arrive at 7:45 am; 
bring a calculator and # 2 pencils. 
Attention Seniors: Brag Sheets were due September 1, 2009. This contains critical information for 
the completion of transcripts as well as being a necessary tool for your counselor to write letters 
of recommendation.

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NEWS FROM THE NURSE 
 

We are off to a running start here at the 
Oakmont Health Office! As of September 
28th, I have seen 391 students for 
evaluation and treatment of illness and 
injury and a total of 334 were 
successfully treated and returned to 
class. The most common illnesses seen 
were related to seasonal allergies. I have 
seen no evidence yet of any inflenza-like 
illness in the Oakmont student 
population. 
 

I am continuing to work with our district 
Nurse Leader, Marcia Sharkey, as well 
as state and local health officials to 
provide ongoing surveillance and 
response to the anticipated battle with 
the H1N1 virus this fall. Again, we remind 
parents to PLEASE keep your student 
home from school if he/she shows signs 
of an influenza-like illness. Specific 
guidelines from the Massachusetts 
Department of Public Health can be 
found on the AWRSD homepage 
(www.awrsd.org) under H1N1 
Information titled "Influenza Parent Letter 
from DPH". Following these guidelines 
will help us to slow down and minimize 
the impact of the H1N1 virus here at 
Oakmont! 
Remember the most effective ways to 
prevent the spread of H1N1 and other 
illnesses is to wash hands frequently (or 
use hand sanitizer). Coughs and sneezes 
should be covered with the inside of the 
elbow...not the hands!
